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Abstract: The aim of this study is to research of 4th grade primary school students’ level of
usage of summarizing strategy. This research was carried out in descriptive survey model. Survey model
is a research model aiming to describe a situation existing at that time or in the past as it is. The study
group of this study is consisted of 60 students studying in 4 grades of Bartin Akgali Primary School and
Bartin Kozcagiz Ahmetler Primary school in 2015-2016 academic year. Students were asked to
summarize by giving informative and narrative texts. In obtaining the data of the study, Summarizing
Strategies Rating Scale and the Summarizing the problem Inventory developed by Oz¢akmak (2015) was
used. In the results of study, the ability to use strategies of summarizing on of the reading
comprehension strategies and problems faced during summarizing of 4" grade students were
determined. It was observed that ensures success students have 70.6% success in narrative text
summarization and 65.19 % success in informative text summarization. It was determined that students
are more successful in summarizing narrative texts than informative texts and they have problems of
not using correct reductions and narrative mode.

Ozet: Bu arastirmanin amaci, ilkokul 4. sinif dgrencilerinin dzetleme stratejisini kullanma
dizeylerini arastirmaktir. Arastirma betimsel tarama modelinde yapilmistir. Tarama modeli, o andaki
veya gecmisteki bir durumu oldugu gibi tanimlamayi amaglayan bir arastirma modelidir. Arastirmanin
calisma grubu, 2015-2016 6gretim yilinda Bartin Akcali ilkokulu ve Bartin Kozcagiz Ahmetler ilkokulunun
4 siniflarinda dgrenim goren 60 dgrenciden olusmaktadir. Ogrencilere bilgilendirici ve dykiileyici metinler
verilerek dzetlemeleri istenmistir. Calismanin verilerinin elde edilmesinde, Ozcakmak (2015) tarafindan
gelistirilen Ozetleme Stratejilerini Puanlama Olcegi ve Ozetleme Sorun Envanteri kullanilmistir.
Arastirma sonucunda 4. sinif 6grencilerinin okudugunu anlama stratejilerinden 6zetleme stratejisinin
kullanabilme becerileri ve 6zetleme de karsilastiklari sorunlar belirlenmistir. Ogrencilerin dykileyici
metinleri Ozetlemede % 70,6, bilgilendirici metinleri 6zetlemede ise %65,19 basari sagladiklari
gdzlenmistir. Ogrencilerin dykileyici metinleri bilgilendirici metinlere gére 6zetlemede daha basarili
olduklari ve 6zetlemede en c¢ok kisaltma ve anlatim kipini dogru kullanmama sorununu yasadiklari
belirlenmistir.

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1. Introduction

With the aim of ensuring the permanence of the text read in text studies during
Turkish lessons and determining that text is understood or not understood one of the most
frequently used strategies is summarizing (Eylip, Stepler and Uzuner Yurt, 2012, 24). The
abbreviated forms of a text by selecting the relevant parts are also called summarizing
(Demirel and Deneme, 2012, 51). Summarizing is the explanation of the individual’s thinking of
what he has learned; his writing with logical and understandable manner and explaining what
he has learned with his own words (Deneme, 2009). Or in other words, converting a text into a
shorter text form As a result of a number of cognitive processes based on the offerings of that
text, in other words it is the process of creating a new text (Ulper and Karagiil, 2011;
Ozcakmak, 2015, 6). As for MEB (2004,197), it describes summarizing as shortening a work or
a conversation with it outlines and without disturbing the essence, purpose and structure of
it. There have been many researches on summarizing strategies. With reviewing related
summarizing strategies located in the literature study in their work, Dogan and Ozgakmak

(2014) stated that the title of the strategy as follows:

. Writing title: It is the name of text giving preliminary information about the topic
within the text.

. Correct Usage of Perspective: Texts can be written with different perspectives.
However summarizing should be done with the prevailing views, thus unity is achieved
in expression and text will be discussed with a wider perspective (Dogan and
Ozgcakmak, 2014, 156).

. Correct Usage of narrative mode: There is no obligation on mode to be used in
summarizing. However there is a consensus about writing summaries using present
tense mode.

. Choosing important information: This is selecting and writing of important points
while summarizing.

. Eliminating unimportant information: The thing that summary author should do is to
distinguish important and unimportant information within original text, to restate the
original text with appropriate content and format by preserving its meaning
(Dilidiizgiin and Geng, 2014; Ozcakmak, 2015, 69). Unimportant information should

not be included within the summary text.

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° Not including non-text information: Non-text information should not also be included
within summary text.

) Consistent writing: consistency expresses the integrity of text occurred with semantic
and logical connections (Coskun, 2005, 9). If this harmony is not achieved, a
meaningful whole does not occur and text becomes an independent thoughts stack
that cannot be associated with each other (Can, 2012, 58).

. Reduction: Summarisation should be shorter that text. Writing should be
comprehended and main idea should be understood. Summarizing skills that students

realize with these steps have been examined.
1.1. Research Objective

The aim of this study is to research of 4th grade primary school students’ level of usage
of summarizing strategy. In accordance with this purpose answers to the following sub-

problems will be found.

a) What is the level of using summarizing skills when summarize narrative texts?
b) What is the level of using summarizing skills when summarize informative texts?
c) What are the problems they experienced in using Summarizing strategies and what is

the frequency of these problems?
1.2. Importance of research

In reviewing the literature, it is observed that there have been various researches for
the use of summarizing strategy. It is seen that primary school researches are not sufficient.
Therefore, in primary schools that regarded as the foundation of education and training, at
what level summarizing strategy one of the indicator reading comprehension can be used for
students and the detection of usage problems is very important in terms of the future of
education. With this aspect ability of summarizing a text is a learning strategy needed to

acquire to students from basic training (Karatay and Okur, 2012, 402).
2. Method
2.1. Method of Research

This research was carried out in descriptive research model. Research model is

research approach aims to identify describing a situation existing at that time or in the past as

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it is (Karasar, 1984). Since this study examines the current summarization skills of students

research model has been used.
2.2. Working Group of Research

Target population of the research is 4" grade students studying at primary schools in
Bartin. Sample of this research is 60 4" grade students from Bartin Akc¢ali Primary School and

Bartin Kozcagiz Ahmetler Primary school.
2.3. Data Collection Tool

In this study, Summarizing Strategies Rating Scale and Summarizing the problem
Inventory (Ozgakmak, 2015) is used as data collection tool. Besides, one narrative and one

informative text are used.
2.4. Analysis of data

The data obtained in this research are converted into percentiles calculated as the
arithmetic average according to the detailed scoring criteria of summarizing strategies. Made
summaries were examined separately by two investigators. Correlation coefficient between

the results of two researchers was calculated as 0.92.
3. FINDINGS
3.1. Findings Related to the first sub problem
(a) What is the level of using summarizing skills when summarize narrative texts?

In this section, studies upon summarizing strategies that students used summarizing

narrative text and mistakes by students are presented.

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As shown in Table 1, it is seen that students are most successful in strategies “Not
including non-text information (97%)” and “wiring title (95%) and least successful in strategies
as “reduction (22%)” and “Correct use of narrative mode (%50). The overall success rate of

students in summarizing narrative text is found as 70.66%.

When problem inventory about using summarizing strategies examined, it has been
found out that 5% of students made this mistake that not writing a title or problematic,

changed or misspelled title.

It has been seen that Correct use of perspective strategy has been used generally
correct, but only 20.9% of students made writing with multi perspective mistake in this

strategy.

Students having major problems in writing narrative mode while summarizing (50%)

and writing with more than one narrative mode are in the identified mistakes.

While students summarizing narrative text, it has been determined that their rate of
choosing important information is very high (80.2%) but they cannot use enough the

eliminating unimportant information strategy (55%).

In using coherent writing strategy it has been found out that they are unable to
ensure the success with rate of 33.4%. The most common mistake is the situation when there

is integrity issue and information is partially contradictory.

While summarizing narrative texts, it has been found out that reduction strategy is the
least successful strategy in use (22%). Situations, which faced mistakes, are 10% less or 30%

more than original text, have been determined as a result of the analysis.
3.2. Findings Related to the second sub problem

(b) What is the level of using summarizing skills when summarize informative

texts?

In this section, studies upon summarizing strategies that students used summarizing

informative text and mistakes by students are presented.

As shown in Table 2, it is seen that students are most successful in strategies “writing
title (95%)” and “Not including non-text information (91.6%)” and least successful in strategies
as “Choosing important information (54%)” and “reduction (54.5%)” and “Correct use of
narrative mode (55%)”. The overall success rate of students in summarizing informative text is

found as 65.2%.

When problem inventory about using summarizing strategies examined, it has been
found out that 4.2% of students made this mistake that not writing a title or problematic,

changed or misspelled title.

In Correct use of perspective strategy a success rate of 68.3% has been observed.
31.7% of these students made mistakes as the writing with multi perspective and using

completely wrong perspective.

In choosing important information strategy, success rate of students is 54 %, and 46%
of them experienced problems. 46% of students generally could only choose 3 or 4 important

information from 10.

The success rate of eliminating unimportant information strategy is 57.3%. As a result
of analysis, in eliminating unimportant information strategy 42.7% of students gave important

information between 5-6 and 7-8.

In Not including non-text information strategy, 91.6% of students were successful. It

has been found out that 8.4 % of students included 2 or 3 non-text information.

A success rate of 66.3% in Coherent writing strategy was observed. In Coherent writing
strategy, it has been observed that 33.7% of students made mistakes when information was

often contradictory, sentences and paragraphs were almost incompatible.

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In reduction strategy, 54.1%of participants were successful. Situation, which summary
text length is 10% less or 30% more than original text have been determined as a result of the

analysis.
3.3. Findings Related to the second sub problem

(c) What are the problems they experienced in using Summarizing strategies and

what is the frequency of these problems?)

When we look at the strategies, about which students have problems in summarizing
narrative texts, they have most problems about reduction (22%), correct use of narrative mode

(50%), eliminating unimportant information (55%) and coherent writing (66.6 %) strategies.

The beginning of many problems about summarizing strategies experienced by
students in informative texts are reduction (54.1%), choosing important information (54.5%),
correct use of narrative mode (55%), eliminating unimportant information (57.3%) and

coherent writing (66.3%).

In reduction strategy, students had problems like length of summary is more than 10%
and less than 30% of original text and the length of summary is 10-14% or 26-30% of original
text. These problems were commonly observed both in narrative and informative texts. In
results of the study, it has been found that they have more problems in reduction of narrative

texts than informative texts.

When we look at the correct use of narrative mode strategy, it has been observed that
students make mistakes both in narrative and in informative texts. It has been determined that
in narrative text the success rate of correct use of narrative mode strategy is 50%, and in
informative this rate is 55%. It has been observed that while students writing summaries, they
generally use more than one narrative mode and they partly use wrong narrative mode in

writing summaries.

In summarizing narrative texts, it has been observed that while students have 80.16%
success in choosing important information strategy, they have not same success rate in
eliminating unimportant information strategy. Students have a 55% success rate in eliminating

unimportant information strategy in narrative texts.

It has been observed that from the informative text summarizing strategies, choosing

important information (54.5%) and eliminating unimportant information (57.3%) are strategies

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that students have problems in both of them. While students are summarizing informative
texts, they both have difficulty in choosing important information and in eliminating

unimportant information from the text.

In line with this information, it has been determined that students have problems
about eliminating unimportant information strategy in both narrative text and informative

text.

When we look at the coherent writing strategy from summarizing skills, it has been
determined that students have 66.6% success in narrative texts and 66.3% success in
informative texts. Based on these data, students have same difficulties about coherent writing
strategy both in narrative and informative text. It has been determined that there mostly is
subject integrity but Information is partly contradictory, sentences and paragraphs are mostly

compatible.

When we analyse the problems that students have in summarizing skills and frequency
rate of them, it has been determined that within narrative and informative texts students
generally have problems about same strategies among summarizing strategies and these
strategies are “reduction”, “eliminating unimportant information”, choosing important

information”, “ correct use of narrative mode” and “ coherent writing”.
4. Results, Discussion and Suggestions

In the analysis of data obtained from the study the following conclusions were

reached:

- It seen that 4™ grade students are the most successful in using “not including non-text
information and writing title” and the least successful in using “reduction and correct

use of narrative mode” strategies.

- While students are summarizing narrative texts, it has been determined that their rate
of choosing important information is very high but they don’t use eliminating

unimportant information enough.

- While summarizing narrative texts, failures in reduction strategy that provided at least
success strategy in use, situations that length of summary is more than 10% and less

than 30% of original text were determined by results of study.

- The overall success rate of students in summarizing narrative texts was determined as

70.7%.

- In summarizing informative texts, students are the most successful in using “not
including non-text information and writing title” and the least successful in using
“reduction and correct use of narrative mode and choosing important information”

strategies.

- The overall success rate of students in summarizing informative texts was determined

as 70.7%.

- The result that 4™ grade students in primary school are more successful in

summarizing narrative texts when compared to informative texts was achieved.

Research results are similar with research results of study called “skills of Turkish
teacher candidates in summarizing by listening with taking notes” by Ozcakmak (2015).
Ozgcakmak carried out this study with 202 university students and he reached this result that
university students were the most successful in not including non-text information (94.9%) and
writing title (94.3%), were the least successful in eliminating unimportant information (21.9%)
and correct use of narrative mode (40,8%). The overall success rate of students in summarizing
narrative texts was 60.2%. The overall success rate in summarizing informative texts was
62.3%. When this two conducted study compared, it is seen that the most successful strategies
are same and success percentages are very close to each other, from the least successful
strategies the correct use of narrative mode is the same. From the result when two studies
compared, unless using skills of summarizing strategies are not gained during primary school,
they cannot be gained in schools until university and mistakes that students make in using
summarizing skills cannot be corrected and their success rate remains at primary school level

results can be reached.

Bulut and Akyol (2014) with studies of them called “ summarizing strategies of 5th
grade students and teachers”, in summaries about narrative texts made by both students and
teachers, the result that they are more successful than informative texts in terms of meeting
determined summarizing criteria was reached. This achieved result is consistent with the

results achieved by our survey

In accordance with these results, to increase the level of success of students in their

use of summarizing strategies the following suggestions may be submitted.

Ozcakmak 202 tniversite 6grencisi ile bu calismayi gerceklestirmis ve
Universite 6grencilerinin 6ykiileyici metinleri 6zetlemede en ¢cok metin disi bilgiye yer vermeme
(%94,9) ve baslik yazma (%94,3), en az ise 6nemsiz bilgiyi silme (%21,9) ve anlatim kipini dogru
kullanma (%40,8) stratejilerini kullanmada basari sagladiklar sonucuna ulasmistir. Ogrencilerin
oykuleyici metinleri 6zetlemede genel basar orani ise %60,2 olarak ¢ikmistir. Bilgilendirici

metinleri 6zetlemede genel basari orani ise%62,3 olarak bulunmustur.
