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OGRENCILERIN DEGERLENDIRMELERINE GORE KIRGIZISTAN
EGITIM SISTEMINDE YASANAN SORUNLAR*

Cagdas egitimlerde okulda yonetim ve Ogretim hizmetleri diginda kalan ancak Ogrencinin
basarisin1  etkileyen faktorlere yonelik hizmet alani 6grenci kisilik hizmetleri olarak
isimlendirilmektedir. Ogrenci kisilik hizmetlerinde temel amaci dgrencinin okuldan mumkan
oldugunca faydalanmasini saglamaktir. Cagdas egitim sisteminde okullarin basarili olabilmesi
Ogretim, yonetim ve dgrenci kisilik hizmetlerinin ig birligi ve esglidiimii icinde calismasi ile
miimkiindiir. Yapilan aragtirmanin genel amaci Kirgizistan’daki egitim kurumlarinda psikolojik
danigma ve rehberlige olan ihtiyaca dikkat ¢ekmektir. Bu genel amag ¢ergevesinde dgrencilerin
degerlendirmelerine dayali olarak okullarda yasanan sorunlari tespit etmek hedeflenmistir.
Tespit edilecek sorunlarin sikligi ve siddetinin okullardaki rehberlik hizmetlerinin eksikligine
vurgu yapmasi beklenmektedir. Arastirmada durum tespiti yapmak amaglandigi i¢in betimsel
tarama yontemi kullanilmistir. Bu yontemin geregi olarak yaslar1 12-17 arasinda degisen ve 7.
ve 11 smiflar arasinda 6grenim goren 499 ogrenciye problem tarama envanteri uygulanmig ve
saptanan sorunlar simiflandirilarak incelenmistir. Aragtirmanin sonunda okul ve ders kaynakli
sorunlar ile kisilik ile Ilgili Sorunlar ve meslek- gelecek kaygisi sorunlarinin en sik gozlenen
sorunlar oldugu saptanmugtir. Saglik ve beslenme sorunlari ile ev ve aile ile ilgili sorunlarin ise
en az gdzlenen sorunlar oldugu ortaya konmustur. Saptanan sorunlarin 6grencilerin cinsiyeti,
yas1 ve siuf diizeyine gore de anlamli diizeyde farklilastigi goriilmiistiir. Elde edilen bulgular
tartisilmig ve Oneriler gelistirilmistir.

PROBLEMS OF THE EDUCATION SYSTEM OF KYRGYZSTAN
ACCORDING TO STUDENTS' EVALUATIONS

Abstract

In modern education, the service area, oriented towards the factors that affect students’ success,
except school management and teaching services, is called student personnel services. The main
purpose of the student personnel services is to provide students to take the advantage of the
school. The success of schools in modern education system is possible through the cooperation
and coordination of the teaching, management and student personnel services. The general aim
of the research is to draw attention to the need for counseling and guidance in educational
institutions in Kyrgyzstan. Within the framework of this general objective, it is aimed to
identify problems experienced in schools based on the students' evaluations. It is expected that
the frequency and severity of the problems to be identified will emphasize the lack of guidance
services in schools. Descriptive screening method was used since the research was aimed at the
determination of certain situations. According to the requirements of this method the problem
scanning inventory was applied to 499 students between the ages of 12-17 and between 7 and
11 classes and the problems were examined and classified. At the end of the research it was
determined that most common problems were related to school and courses, personality and
worries about future-profession, while problems related to health and nutrition, home and
family were among most rare problems. It was observed that the problems were significantly
different according to students' gender, age and class level. The findings were discussed and
recommendations were developed.

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EXTENTED ABSTRACT
Guidance is the process of systematic, continuous and professional assistance to the student to
recognize him and the environment, to make the right decisions and to adapt to his environment
(Hamarta, 2011: 8-11). Guidance helps the student to gain the competence to take the right and
most appropriate decisions in order to solve the problems that arise from his personality inside
and outside the school (Balci, 2011: 14-21). Balanced mental, physical and social development
in accordance with the objectives of education, recognition and effective development of one’s
skills, choice of certain programs basing on one’s interests and abilities, choice of an
appropriate job or a profession, making right decisions and the establishment of good relations

with other people, development of a positive attitude towards life is possible with the provision
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of effective guidance assistance (Nazli, 2011: 44-46). In this sense, psychological counseling
and guidance in schools provides students with information about individual recognition,
information and orientation, adaptation, counseling, monitoring and evaluation for solving
personal problems (Kepgeoglu, 1990: 31-34). The ultimate goal of all these services is the self-
realization. Self-realizing individual has a more adequate and efficient personality. He has a
realistic sense of who he is as well as who he can be. Self-realizing individual has good
thoughts about him and others; respects human values, adopts and develops them. Self-realizing
individual spends his time correctly, focuses on the future and is creative (Kuzgun, 1991: 54-
60). He respects himself and accepts himself as he is, and avoids exposing his feelings. Self-
realizing individual is open to changes and new experiences. He sees himself as a changing part
of the changing real world (Ozoglu, 2007: 24-26).

Self-realization is a life-long process for the individual. Each individual has a certain level of
realization in a certain period of his life. This realization level is expected to develop in a
positive way over time. The purpose of psychological counseling and guidance assistance is
to improve the level of realization of the individual in terms of the features listed above
(Kuzgun, 1991: 61-63).

The aim of education is to make the individual useful for him and society. However, in the
classical education systems, it can be seen that the schools focus more on students’ cognitive
development while the schools are trying to realize the above mentioned aim. On the other
hand, recent researches revealed that mental development of the individual is necessary to
make him happy and creative, but not sufficient. Because the individual is not only mental,
but also an emotional and social person. On the other hand, the student is an individual with
goals, expectations, problems, strengths and weaknesses. Especially the secondary school
years, are the years when the decisions that will affect the student's whole future are given.
The purpose of schools in the Kyrgyz education system should be to develop the student as a
whole in all aspects. This is possible with practicing student personnel services in schools.
The sub-problems of the research are as follows:

What are the most common types of problems according to students?

Which of the problems related to school, teacher and course are faced? What is the rate?
What is the rate of problems related to personality?

What is the rate of problems related to future-profession and earnings?

What is the rate of problems related to friends and social environment?

What is the rate of problems related to health and nutrition?

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8. Do the problems of students differ according to their gender, age and grade level?
Descriptive screening method was used since the research was aimed at the determination of
certain situations. According to the requirements of this method the problem scanning
inventory was applied to 499 students between the ages of 12-17 and between 7 and 11
classes and the problems were examined and classified. The findings were also analyzed
according to the gender, age and class of the students.

The general population of the study is 7-11th grade students studying in Kyrgyzstan State
schools. Schools of Bishkek City, Leninskiy and Pervomaiskii districts; Cly district, Kemin
city; The schools of Cuy district, Chymkorgon, Kara Bulak and Kigi Kara Kemin villages
were selected as working population. On the basis of cluster sampling method, one class was
chosen from the schools from each above mentioned regions and 193 girls and 306 male
students were applied problem scanning inventory. A rigorous translation study has been
carried out on the problem scanning inventory to prevent problems arising from linguistic and
cultural aspects. At this point, stages suggested by Brislin and others (1973: 182) were
practiced as a general principle of this study. In the analysis of the data, the descriptive
statistics were calculated and the significance of the difference was tested by t test and
variance analysis according to gender, age and class level variables. At the end of the variance
analysis, Tukey test was used to determine the source of the difference in the groups with
significant relationship.

At the end of the research it was determined that most common problems were related to
school and courses, followed by problems related to personality and worries about future-
profession. These are the problems observed in the education systems of many countries
(Aktan, 2015: 109-120). Problems related to health and nutrition, home and family are among
most rare problems according to students’ evaluations. We think that this determination
emphasizes the necessity of psychological counseling and guidance services. Because the
most important identified problems are school-based problems (Avci, 2006: 21-22; Siyez,
2006: 44-45; Benton, Robertson, Tseng, Newton ve Benton, 2003: 66-72). The more detailed
analysis has shown that teachers’ intolerance, difficulties with understanding lessons and their
uselessness reflect the need for educational guidance. The most frequently reported problems
in the personality dimension are fear of failure, nervousness, shyness fear of loneliness, which
also reflect the need for educational guidance. In addition, a significant number of students
pointed to the difficulty of making decisions about their future. This finding was also seen as
important and necessary for vocational and career guidance (Erdener, Sezer ve Tezci, 2017).

The inability to speak comfortably and the lack of comfortable communication with everyone
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took the first place among the problems related to the social environment and friends.
Headache, eye health and abdominal pain problems and having difficulties with family can be
considered as problems related to the development period. All of the identified problems
indicate the scope of the service called student personnel services (Civicioglu, 2016: 85-88;

Sezer, 2012: 27-36).
