BENLIK SAYGISI OLCEGININ KIRGIZ KULTURUNE UYARLANMASI

Oz

Benlik saygisi, bireyin kendi kendisini ne kadar sevdigi, kabul ettigi ve kendi kendisine ne
kadar saygi duyduguyla iligkilidir. Kisinin ideal olarak kendinde bulunmasini istedigi
ozelliklerin gercekten sahip oldugu dzelliklere orani benlik saygisinin diizeyini belirler. Benlik
saygist bireyin yasaminin tim yonleri ile iliskili oldugu icin sosyal bilimlerde pek ¢ok
aragtirmaya konu olmustur. Buna karsilik Kirgiz toplumunda benlik saygisini dlgen bir arag
bulunmamaktadir. Bu arastirmanin amaci Kirgiz bilim insanlar1 ve egitimcilerin kullanabilecegi
gecerli ve guvenilir bir benlik saygis1 6l¢egini Kirgiz Kiiltiiriine kazandirmaktir. Arastirmada
bir kiiltiirde iiretilen 6l¢egin bagka bir kiiltiire uyarlanmasi ile ilgili ¢aligmanin gerektirdigi yol
izlenmistir. Bu kapsamda orijinal 6l¢egin uyarlanmast i¢in gerekli izin alinmig daha sonra geviri
calismas1 ve yapilan gevirinin giivenirligi ile ilgili analizler uygulanmistir. Agimlayict ve
dogrulayici faktor analizleri igin uygun 6rneklemler belirlenmis ve olusturulan modeller uygun
istatistik tekniklerle sinanmistir. Arastirmada ii¢ ayr1 6rneklem iizerinde veriler toplanmustir. ilk
orneklem grubu geviri giivenirligini test etmek amaciyla olusturulmustur. Ikinci calisma grubu
acimlayict faktor analizi yapabilmek amaciyla ve ii¢ilincii calisma grubu da dogrulayici faktor
analizine veri toplamak amaciyla olusturulmustur. Ug ¢alismanin toplam 6rneklem biiyiikliigii
670’tir. Yapilan c¢aligmamin sonunda Benlik Saygist Olcegi Kirgizca siiriimiiniin  yiik
degerlerinin benlik degeri alt faktorii icin 0,775 ile 0,876, dzgiiven alt faktori icin 0,822 ile
0,911, depresif duygulanim alt faktord icin 0,780 ile 0,917, kendine yetme alt faktori icin 0,804
ile 0,876, ve basarma ve Uretkenlik alt faktorii i¢in 0,777 ile 0,859 arasinda degistigi
saptanmistir. Benlik Saygis1 Olgegi ikinci diizey uyum iyiligi sonuglari, NFI .963, TLI .971, IFI
986, RMSEA .000, GFI .958, AGFI .950, RMR .000 olarak bulunmustur. Genel olarak
sonuglara bakildiginda uyum iyiliklerinin olduk¢a iyi oldugu goriilmektedir. Kisilerarasi
Catisma Cézme dlgegi Kirgizea siiriimiiniin Benlik Saygis1 Olgegi Cronbach’s alfa i¢ tutarlili
katsayilar1 ise .855 ile .939 arasinda degismektedir. Elde edilen sonuglara dayanarak Benlik
saygist Olgegi Kirgizea Siiriimiiniin Kirgiz egitimci ve arastirmacilar tarafindan kullanilabilecek
gegerli ve giivenilir bir arag oldugu soylenebilir.

ADAPTATION OF THE SELF-ESTEEM SCALE INTO KYRGYZ CULTURE
Abstract

Self-esteem is related to the way how person loves, accepts and respects himself. The ratio of
one’s desired ideal features and real ones determines the level of self-esteem. Since self-esteem
is related to all aspects of the individual's life, it has been the subject of many researches in
social sciences. However, there is no tool, which could measure self-esteem in Kyrgyz society.
The purpose of this study is to gain a valid and reliable self-esteem scale that Kyrgyz scientists
and educators can use. In this study the adaptation process of the scale, which originally was
developed in one culture, into another culture, was lead in accordance with certain
requirements. In this context, the necessary permission was taken for the adaptation of the
original scale and later analyses related to the translation study and the reliability of the
translation were applied. Appropriate samples were determined for exploratory and
confirmatory factor analyses and the formed models were tested with appropriate statistical
techniques. Data were collected from three separate samples. The first sample group was
formed to test the reliability of translation. The second sample group was formed to make
exploratory analysis, while the third sample group was formed to collect data for confirmatory
factor analysis. The total sample size of the three studies was 670. At the end of the research it
was determined that Self-Esteem Scale Load values of Kyrgyz version ranged from 0,775 to
0,876 for self-value factor; from 0,822 to 0,911 for self-confidence factor; from 0,780 to 0,917
for depressive affect factor; from 0,804 to 0,876 for self-sufficiency factor; from 0,777 to 0,859
for achievement and productivity factor. Self-esteem scale in Kyrgyz has shown the following
level 2 goodness-of-fit results: NFI .963, TLI .971, IFI .986, RMSEA .000, GFI .958, AGFI
.950, RMR .000. In general, the results show that the goodness-of-fit results are quite good.
Cronbach’s alpha internal consistency coefficients of self-esteem scale in Kyrgyz ranged from
.855 t0 .939. Basing on above mentioned results it can be concluded that the Kyrgyz self-esteem
scale is a valid and reliable tool that can be used by Kyrgyz educators and researchers

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EXTENTED ABSTRACT
Self-structure performs important functions such as helping to understand reasons of one’s
behavior, serving as a reference for one’s decisions, forming one’s expectations about the
future, guiding interpersonal relations and determining one’s point of view to live more
meaningful life (Rosenberg, 1986: 205-246). At the same time, self-esteem is determined as a
difference between one’s current self-image and desired ideal-image, liking or disliking of
himself and the level of being satisfied with the self (Rosenberg, Schooler and Schoenbach,
1989: 1004-1018). Self-esteem consists of one’s evaluations of himself; it is based on
objective information about himself and its subjective evaluation (Blascovich and Tomaka,
1990: 115-160). In short, self-esteem is related to the way how person loves, accepts and
respects himself. According to E.J. Lee (2014: 10075-1093), the ratio of one’s desired ideal
features and real ones determines the level of self-esteem. One’s perception of how other
people see him plays an important role as well (Swickert et al., 2004: 207-217). Particularly, a
person, who considers views of his close people, makes positive or negative references to

himself. As a result, if a person’s attitude towards himself is positive, his self-esteem will be
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high, and if his attitude towards himself is negative, his self-esteem will be low (Amirazodi,
2011: 713-716). It was determined that people with high level of self-esteem are usually self-
confident, open to change, productive, aware of their weaknesses and negative features; they
try to eliminate their deficiencies, cope with difficulties and tolerate stress (Robins et al.,
2001: 463-482). People with high self-esteem think that they are loved and reliable ones; they
love themselves, are aware of their abilities and focus on improving their skills and capacities.
In this respect, these individuals have less psychopathological risk (Waldron, Scarpa and
Kim-Spoon, 2018: 277-284).

People with low self-esteem avoid undertaking responsibilities and trying new things; they
have difficulties with accepting praise and criticism; they are authoritarian, lack in self-
confidence, dependent and nonproductive. People with low self-esteem have difficulties with
anger management (Palermiti et al., 2017: 136-141). They are impatient, dislike waiting, tend
to feel worthless when they fail. People with low self-esteem have negative thoughts about
future (Robins et al., 2001: 463-482). They usually feel insufficient and think that they are not
loved by family and environment. It was determined through many studies that people with
low self-esteem face with emotional and behavioral problems such as suicidal behavior,
eating disorders, depression, and anxiety more than others (Orth et al., 2016: 133-149).
Self-esteem is considered to be one of the most researched concepts in psychology since it
plays a great role in one’s life. However, there is no tool, which could measure self-esteem
and be used by educators and researchers in Kyrgyzstan. The purpose of the study is to adapt
Aricak’s self-esteem scale (1999) into Kyrgyz culture. It is hoped that the adapted scale will
make significant contributions to Kyrgyz educators and scientists.

In this study the adaptation process of the scale, which originally was developed in one
culture, into another culture, was lead in accordance with certain requirements. In this context,
the necessary permission was taken for the adaptation of the original scale and later analyses
related to the translation study and the reliability of the translation was applied. Appropriate
samples were determined for exploratory and confirmatory factor analyses and the formed
models were tested with appropriate statistical techniques.

Data were collected from three separate samples. The first sample group was formed to test
the reliability of translation. The second sample group was formed to make exploratory
analysis, while the third sample group was formed to collect data for confirmatory factor
analysis. In the study The Self-esteem Scale, which was developed by T. Aricak (1999), was

used. The scale measures self-esteem by the means of five factors called “self-value”, “self-
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confidence”, “depressive affect”, “self-sufficiency” and “achievement and productivity”
(Aricak, 1999).

Self-esteem scale in Kyrgyz has shown the following goodness-of-fit results at the end of the
research: chi-square 194,200; degree of freedom 193 (p=,000), chi-square/degree of
freedom=1,006; comparative fit indices NFI .963, TLI .971, IFI .986; the root mean square
error of approximation (RMSEA) .000; absolute fit indices GFI .958, AGFI .950; residual
based index RMR .000. In general, the results show that the goodness-of-fit results are quite
good (Bayram, 2013: 78; Meydan ve Sesen, 2015: 37; Karag6z, 2016: 975). Cronbach’s alpha
coefficient of self-esteem scale in Kyrgyz was found as: (a)=.939 for self-value factor,
(0)=.948 for self-confidence factor, (a)=.931 for depressive affect factor, (a)=.866 for self-
sufficiency factor, (a)=.914 for achievement and productivity factor and (a)=. 855 for the
overall scale. These results indicate that the reliability of the factors of the self-esteem scale
and the overall scale are high.

Basing on above mentioned results it can be concluded that the Kyrgyz self-esteem scale has
a stable five-factor structure with a satisfactory load for all factors. The Kyrgyz version of the
self-esteem scale is an important achievement for Kyrgyz educators and researchers. This
scale can be used for pre-test and post-test applications for both preventive and developer

programs and activities in education and rehabilitation institutions.
